This watch uses a CRZ032 Dype batbery;

trained  jewellers or watch specialists

should replace the batteries o awoid any

damage vo the walch.

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Troubleshooting:

Your watch is @ very delicate and precise
instrument. Although uncommon,
sometimes hard knocks or vibrations can
cauge the hands to move irmegularly, and
therefore display the incofrect time,
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7. St the  wateh in a location where
signal reception is possible and wait
wntil the watch sets itzelf automatically,
Thig will take frem 1 8o 249 howrs,

8. After battery replacement the watch
defaults ta Pacific Time Zone. Sot your
Time Zone a5 necessary ofter Lhe
watch phokis up the signel.

Ensure that the watch is set by a window,
as this provides the best receplion, you
may hawve to try different windows in the
house  to see which is best, Please note
that recaption is always better at night. If
your watch IS unable to recaive the radia
sigral, It will continue to funclion in the
same way as a standard watch., The time
will then be corrected the next time your
walch réceives the time signal.

Wheni the battory is lew, the watch hands
automatically bdwance to 12 a'clock and
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details), You don.t need to set ta the
@eacl minute and second but make
sure HOUR and AM ar PM time of
day are cormect. Your watch  will
synchronize to the Atamic cieck after
it recoivies the signal (the reasan kg
st time i Lo make sure your watch
